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The minimum graduation requirement is 128 credits, including mandatory 115 credits [comprising 8 credits for core competencies, 2 credits for physical
education, 16 credits for domain enrichment (including humanities, natural sciences, social sciences, and cultivation of broad knowledge -with at least one
elective course from each category), 4 credits for interdisciplinary learning, and mandatory professional 85 credits]. Elective credits must be at least 13 credits
[ with a minimum number of 8 credits for professional electives].
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Undergraduate students are required to complete relevant courses on academic ethics education in accordance with the 'Implementation Guidelines for
Academic Ethics Education Courses at the Central Taiwan University of Science and Technology. After completing the courses, students must submit their
performance to the respective instructors for grading.
